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60 YEARS OF THE UNITED NATIONS 

Draft Resolution of Mexico 
Recognizing that by signing the Charter of the United Nations in 1945, the organized international community created an institution dedicated to promoting respect for international rights, cooperation for peace, the peaceful solution of controversies, protection of human rights, promotion of social justice and the free self determination of the people;  

Being aware that ever since then, the United Nations has become the main multilateral organism created by the international community and the institution that since its creation has promoted permanent actions for peace and development by furthering global consensus around these subjects;   

Accepting, however, that although the goals that today direct the development of the international community are the same ones recognized by the Charter of the United Nations in 1945, the constant changes at the international stage throughout the last 60 years have ushered the challenge of modernizing the structure and working methods of this organism to ensure its political, economic, social and cultural effectiveness in a world defined by the new civilization of the 21st century;   

Knowing that by recognizing this situation, since 1990 the United Nations decided to face the economic, political, social and cultural challenges of the new millennium, particularly those of the fight against poverty and its effects, defining a global agenda for development;  
Being aware also that at the same time, a process to Reform the United Nations, which is now conducted by the leadership of its Secretary General, the Hon. Koffi Annan was begun in 1992;  

Recognizing that this process of Reform seeks to preserve the balance between the various organs that integrate the United Nations so as to reach certain goals that are common to all the member nations, among which are international preservation of peace and security, promotion of economic and social development and the impulse to disarm;   
Recognizing in this sense that the “Millennium Summit” held in September of 2000 significantly put together the priorities of both processes, establishing eight goals for global economic and social development in the new millennium and at the same time ratifying the main needs and challenges of the Reform of the United Nations;   

Accepting that the process of deep transformation in which the United Nations finds itself has placed this organism –after 60 years of its foundation- in the best moment of its history to reach the great goals described in its Charter;  

RESOLVES TO: 
1. The Asia Pacific Parliamentary Forum celebrates the 60th anniversary of the United Nations and tenders its heartiest congratulations and recognition to its Secretary General, the Hon. Koffi Annan, for his leadership after six decades of life of this organism.
2. At the same time, the parliamentary members of the APPF, affirm their allegiance to the essential values of peaceful coexistence among the nations established in the Charter of the United Nations and, based on that, ratify:  

a) The need for combating the threats that weigh over international peace and security, promoting education for peace.  
b) Their commitment with a culture of tolerance, based on the respect for diversity of creeds, races, cultures and languages and in furthering a culture of peace and dialogue among all civilizations;  
c) Their commitment to comply with the international right of law in national and international affairs and particularly to comply with the decisions of the International Court of Justice, in the framework of the dispositions of the United Nations Charter;  

d) Their commitment to ratify and apply the Treaties on Control of Arms and Disarmament, particularly those that limit and proscribe the production, storage and tests of nuclear weapons;  
e) Their commitment to strengthen the acts of multilateral mechanisms and party and regional assemblies and parliaments to design common positions on compliance of the eight goals of development of the Millennium that form the basis of the global social agenda.  

3. It urges parliamentarians of the region to follow closely and participate together with their governments in the process of Reform of the United Nations, led by its Secretary General, especially as to that relating to the reforms proposed to the Economic and Social Council and the Security Council.  
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
