ACTIONS FOR NUCLEAR DISARMAMENT AFTER 60 YEARS OF THE ATOMIC ATTACK OF HIROSHIMA AND NAGASAKI 
Draft Resolution of Mexico 
THE THIRTEENTH MEETING OF THE ASIA PACIFIC PARLIAMENTARY FORUM
Knowing that on August 6 and 9 of 1945 the Japanese cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki suffered the consequences of the first atomic attack in history, with terrible and devastating effects for their population;  

Considering that the atomic attacks over Japan initiated the so-called “Atomic Era” that in the framework of the Cold War kept the planet under the danger of a nuclear conflict of great magnitude during almost 45 years;   

Recognizing that before global danger, the international community decided to face the challenge of nuclear disarmament, negotiating and promoting the treaties of the Complete Ban of Nuclear Tests (1963) and of Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (1968) that limited possession of this type of arms, as well as regional treaties that created areas free of this type of weapon in the world: the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (also known as the Tlatelolco Treaty, 1967) the Treaty of Rarotonga (for the South Pacific, 1985) the Treaty of Bangkok (for Southeast Asia, 1995) and the Treaty of Pelindaba (for Africa, 1996); 
Being aware that at the beginning of the 90’s, upon the end of the cold war, the hope of strengthening global political actions for peace and development and for the materialization of international aspirations in the matter of disarmament arose in the world;  

Recognizing, however, that at the beginning of the new millennium, new and complex problems increase insecurity in the world, provoking the fact that while in the international setting interests persist for the development of nuclear weapons, theories have newly arisen that grant possession and improvement of said weapons a strategic role in the doctrines of national security;  
Accepting in this sense, that it is necessary for APPF parliamentarians to participate actively in the global initiatives for peace and proscription of atomic weapons, using for that purpose spaces such as the Parliamentary Network for Nuclear Disarmament (PNND), a non political forum with participation in international areas such as the General Assembly of the United Nations, the Review Conferences of the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons, the NATO Parliamentary Assembly, the European Parliament and the the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe;   
Knowing, that in 2005 the Seventh Review Conference of the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons will be held;
Recognizing in this context, that nuclear powers must articulate a long term vision of world security in which their commitment for non proliferation and towards peace must be made within a necessary balance between States owning nuclear weapons and those that do not have them;   

Considering on the other hand, that the commemoration of the 60th anniversary of the nuclear attack of the Japanese cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki is an obligation for all those people interested in reducing nuclear danger and in promoting nuclear disarmament;   

We resolve: 
1. The Asia Pacific Parliamentary Forum expresses its condolences to the population of the cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki on the 60th anniversary of the atomic attack of their cities and requests the Honorary President of the APPF, the Hon. Yasuhiro Nakasone, to be the emissary to take this message to the governors of both cities, Mr. Tadatoshi Akiba, Mayor of Hiroshima and Mr. Itcho Ito, Mayor of Nagasaki.  
2. To ratify the need of advancing towards the main goal of nuclear disarmament and elimination of all weapons of mass destruction in the shortest possible time. 

3. To accept that to advance in the subject of nuclear disarmament we must recognize the corresponsibility between those that have and those that do not have atomic weapons, not only to prevent their proliferation but also to achieve total prohibition of said weapons as a way to reach a general and complete disarmament.   

4. To recognize that the systems of verification, control and inspection of programs of nuclear weapons must be strengthened by the competent international organisms, as well as the application of internationally recognized standards by the world community.  
5. To urge APPF parliamentarians to participate actively together with their governments in the follow-up tasks of the Seventh Review Conference of the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons and to perform a detailed and meticulous assessment of the progress of compliance with the goals and objectives of said Treaty of Non Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons and of the agreements and decisions adopted in the Review Conferences of 1995 and 2000. 

6. To urge APPF Parliamentarians to participate in the Parliamentary Network for Nuclear Disarmament, to share information, develop cooperative strategies and become involved in subjects, initiatives and aspects of nuclear disarmament. 
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
