Draft Resolution of the Japanese Delegation

THE THIRTEENTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE ASIA PACIFIC PARLIAMENTARY FORUM (APPF):
Noting that globalization is rapidly advancing along with economic liberalization, the increased cross-border mobility of people, goods, and services, and the spectacular development of information and communication technologies in the post-Cold War world;

Noting the current situation in which the international community, states, and individuals are facing increasingly diverse and serious threats, including the internationalization of internal conflicts, frequent acts of international terrorism, the expansion of internationally organized crime, the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, the spread of infectious diseases, displacement of people as epitomized by the refugee problem, sudden economic crisis, and the worsening poverty;

Noting the current state of affairs where such threats occur across national borders so that it has become increasingly difficult for individual states to deal with the problems in the conventional manner of protection by states;

Recognizing that in order to overcome these imminent problems that threaten people, human security should be widely promoted in the international community as a complement to traditional state security and as a concept to pursue nation building through the protection and empowerment of each individual;

Reaffirming that all individuals should be protected against widespread and serious threats to their existence, livelihood, and dignity as human beings and that they should be respected as beings endowed with equally abundant potential, regardless of nationality, race, or gender and other characteristics;

Expressing utmost support for the Final Report of the Commission on Human Security submitted to the United Nations Secretary General in 2003;

Supporting the fact that the promotion of human security was addressed in the Chair’s Summary issued at the G8 Evian Summit in June 2003, the Bangkok Declaration “Partnership for the Future” issued at the APEC Economic Leaders Meeting in October 2003, the Tokyo Declaration for the Dynamic and Enduring Japan-ASEAN Partnership in the New Millennium issued at the Japan-ASEAN Commemorative Summit Meeting in December 2003, the Shanghai Declaration and the Commission Reports issued at the Annual Conference of the Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP) in April 2004, the Joint Ministerial Statement issued at the Asia-Pacific Ministerial Meeting on HIV/AIDS in June 2004, and the Santiago Declaration “One Community, Our Future” issued at the APEC Economic Leaders Meeting, and the Joint Statement issued at the Ministerial Meeting in November 2004;

RESOLVES TO:
1. Request APPF member countries to promote the strengthening of humanitarian activities and respect for human rights and humanitarian laws in conflict areas in order to protect people from conflicts involving violence and proliferation of weapons and to endeavor to promote disarmament while seeking to enhance employment and education in order to remove the causes of conflict;

2. Request all countries to cooperate in studies for the establishment of an international institutional framework relating to all aspects of the movement of people, including the protection and empowerment of people in movement, such as refugees, internally displaced persons, and economic migrants;

3. Request all countries, international organizations, and NGOs to cooperate for the effective integration and comprehensive implementation of such activities as the maintenance of public order, humanitarian assistance, assistance for reconstruction and development, promotion of reconciliation and coexistence, and assistance for improvement of governing capabilities in order to achieve human security during the transition period between the end of a conflict and the start of reconstruction;

4. Request all countries to endeavor to strengthen education, basic education in particular, in order to provide individuals with access to knowledge, to enhance their abilities for self-expression and self-realization, and to build a society where tolerance toward others prevails through the promotion of mutual understanding;

5. Request APPF member countries to note that the United Nations Trust Fund for Human Security and the Grant Aid Assistance for Grassroots Human Security Projects of the Government of Japan were mentioned as effective measures for achieving human security in the Final Report of the Commission on Human Security and to make possible contributions to the achievement of human security through various measures including cooperation with the activities of the Fund and the implementation of the Grant Aid Projects as well as the implementation of other measures taken on each member country’s initiative for the same purpose.
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
