 THE SITUATION OF THE KOREAN PENINSULA

Draft Resolution of the Japanese Delegation

THE THIRTEENTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE ASIA PACIFIC PARLIAMENTARY FORUM (APPF):
Reaffirming that the peace and stability of the Korean Peninsula is a great concern for Northeast Asia, as well as for the Asia-Pacific region;
Confirming that the constructive engagement of the international community in the peace and stability of the Korean Peninsula is profitable for the whole Peninsula;
Noting the Resolution on the Denuclearisation of the Korean Peninsula adopted at the Twelfth Annual Meeting of the APPF in January 2004, the segment on North Korea in the Chair’s Summary at the G-8 Summit issued in June 2004, the “G-8 Action Plan on Nonproliferation” issued in June 2004, and the segment on North Korea in the Chair’s Statement at the ASEM Summit Meeting in October 2004; and 
Emphasizing the importance of reinforcing regional and international cooperation to keep the peace and stability of the Korean Peninsula;
RESOLVES TO:
1. Confirm once again the importance of a nuclear weapons–free Korean Peninsula for the peace and stability of the Peninsula as well as of the Asia-Pacific region; and strongly call upon North Korea to embark on the complete dismantlement of its nuclear programs, including its uranium enrichment program, subject to credible, international verification; 
2. Recognize that North Korea’s ballistic missiles and biological and chemical weapons are international concerns that influence the peace and stability of the Asia-Pacific region and the entire international community; and call upon North Korea to dispel the concerns of the international community over its development of weapons of mass destruction, such as biological and chemical weapons, by taking concrete measures, such as disposing of ballistic missiles that have already been deployed and halting the development, testing, and export of missiles;
3. Confirm that the process of Six-Party Talks is very important for the peace and security of the Korean Peninsula and that the continuation of this process is indispensable for the peaceful resolution of issues related to North Korea; and seek to comprehensively resolve the nuclear issue, the abduction issues, and other unresolved humanitarian issues through diplomatic efforts, including the early holding of Six-Party Talks and cooperation among nations involved, including Japan, the U.S., and South Korea; 
4. Call upon North Korea to take concrete actions to promptly resolve all issues, including the abduction issues, the nuclear issue, and the missile issue in accordance with the Japan-DPRK Pyongyang Declaration issued at the Japan–North Korea Summit on 17 September 2002; particularly request the Working Group on Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances under the UN Commission on Human Rights to redouble their active engagement in the resolution of inhuman acts of abduction; and call upon APPF countries for their active cooperation; and

5. Decide to remain seized of this matter.
